For 2 Readers
1 — Jesus in Matthew 12: Out of the overflow of the heart the mouth speaks.
2 — Psalm 119: May my lips overflow with praise, for you teach me your decrees.

1 — Romans 15: May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that
you may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.

2 — 2 Corinthians 1: Just as the sufferings of Christ flow over into our lives, so also through
Christ our comfort overflows.

1 — 2 Corinthians 4: All this is for your benefit, so that the grace that is reaching more and
more people may cause thanksgiving to overflow to the glory of God.

2 — 1 Thessalonians 3: May the Lord make your love increase and overflow for each other and
for everyone else, just as ours does for you.

1 — Philippians 1: | will continue with all of you for your progress and joy in the faith, so that
through my being with you again your joy in Christ Jesus will overflow on account of me.

2 — 2 Corinthians 8: Out of the most severe trial, their overflowing joy and their extreme
poverty welled up in rich generosity.

1 — 2 Corinthians 9: This service that you perform is not only supplying the needs of God’s
people but is also overflowing in many expressions of thanks to God.

2 — Colossians 2: So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him,
rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with
thankfulness.

1 & 2 — Psalm 23: You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies. You anoint
my head with oil; my cup overflows.
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
